A new art project is coming to St. Barnabas Episcopal 
Church in Berlin.  Accomplished Berlin artist, Andre 
Belanger, of Studio Works on Pleasant Street, has 
been commissioned to create paintings on the eight 
panels of the doors framing the Bedient pipe organ, 
which was moved into the church last Fall from 
Chapel Arts in Gorham.
