George Bozeman will play in
recital at St. Paul's Church,
Concord NH, 31 May 2009, at 4
pm on the church's 1986 III
manual Austin. The
performance, sponsored by the
New Hampshire Chapter of the
American Guild of Organists, is
free and open to the public. His
program is a repeat of his
college senior recital played 50
years ago. He performed it first
at his home town church, First
Methodist of Tulia, Texas. This
was followed by a performance
at Matthews Memorial
Presbyterian Church in Albany,
Texas, and at Park Cities Baptist
Church in Dallas, where
Bozeman had served as interim
organist. The actual
performance for credit was on
the Moller organ in the Main
Auditorium at the then North
Texas State College, now North
Texas University.

It is worth noting that three of
the composers, Hindemith,
Peeters, and Durufle, were still
alive 50 years ago.

Bozeman will be repeating this
program at the First Baptist
Church in Tulia, Texas, and
First United Methodist Church
in Denton, Texas in June, and at
the Kaiser Wilhelm Memorial
Church and at Holy Cross
Church, both in Berlin,
Germany, in October. The

George Bozeman is a native of
Texas and began his musical
studies with Gladys Humphreys
in Tulia, Texas. His first organ
teacher was Margaret Heiny in
Amarillo. He majored in organ
at North Texas State College
with Dr. Helen Hewitt. After
college he began a career as an
organbuilder, apprenticing with
Otto Hofmann in Austin, Texas.
He later worked with Joseph E.
Blanton in Albany, Texas,
Robert L. Sipe in Dallas, and
Fritz Noack in Georgetown,
Massachusetts before
establishing his own firm in

1971. In 1967 he received a
Fulbright grant to study at the

Academy of Music in Vienna
with Isolde Ahlgrimm in
harpsichord and Anton Heiller
in organ. His firm has
completed organ projects in
over twenty states from Maine
to California. Throughout his
organbuilding career Bozeman
continued to perform and work
as a church musician. He has
played recitals for conventions
of the American Guild of
Organists, the Organ Historical
Society, the American Institute
of Organbuilders, and the
International Society of
Organbuilders. His
performances have been all
across the United States and in
Mexico, Canada, the Caribbean,
and Europe. He is director of
music at the First
